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CHILDREN’S PROGRAM

The ChildrenOs Program promotes literacy growth for early emergent readers in pre -school through bft h grade.

In 2009-10, our services helped 563 students throughout the Teton County School District,

the Journeys School, KidOs Club and local pre-schools improve and expand their literacy sk ills.

After-School Tutoring
Students work for one hour a
week with atrained volunteer

tutor to build reading

comprehension, phonics
awareness, vocabulary, and
other literacy skills.
After one year, 100% of the
students in after-school
tutoring improve their reading
proficiency and 75% improve
enough to read at grade level.

Spanish Classes
Spanish classes offer
opportunities for K-2"
gradersto learn the basics of
the Spanish language and
enrich their literacy skills in
another language.

Enrichment Programs
W e collaborate with local pre-
schools to offer story time and
develop awareness of letter
sounds. We provide literacy
focused activities for Teton
County Parks and Recreation
Kid® Club and Teton County
School District@ kindergarten
to bfth grade students.

| Can! Poetry Project
An in-school program with
5" grade classes, students
learn about the many
different forms of poetry,
while writing and
performing their poems with
music, dance, and props.

In-School Tutoring
Trained volunteer tutors work
with studentsin local
classrooms to help build basic
literacy skills. Tutors ensure
that learners receive more one-
on-one attention.

Summer Programs
Summer programs give
students the opportunity to
learn in afun environment,
while helping bridge the
summer learning gap. Summer
camps include: digital

storytelling, reading camps, and
poetry camps.

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Peer Tutoring Program

TL C Staff trained Jackson Hole
High School Studentsto
provide one-on-one, in-school
reading and writing support to
six through eighth grade
students. JHHS students met
weekly for training with an
AmeriCorps VISTA volunteer
who taught educational theory,
reading strategies, and
communication skillsto create
an effective learning
environment.

Youth Program

The Youth Program provides educational support for students in middle and high school grades.
Students in need of reading and writing support take advantage of the opportunities that the Youth Program
provides to excel both inside and outside of the classroom. This last Pscal year, the program served 166 students in the
Teton County School District, the Journeys School, and the Jackson Hole Community School.

Students
learn from self and peer
editing through practicing
a wide range of business
writing tasks.
