2. Ski / Ride: Individual alpine participants can participate in 3 of 4
raffles at the Tram, Gondola, Casper, and Thunder lifts. Pick up
raffle tickets at check-in. Each time you do a lap, a volunteer will
collect a ticket at the bottom of the lift (# of laps is restricted for
safety).

Teams Compete in 3 Ways
Team registration fees are $400. All registration fees will count

toward Most Money Raised.

1. Most Money Raised: Register your team of 4 and compete to
find the most sponsorships and donations.

2. Ski / Ride: Teams can participate in 3 of 4 raffles at Tram,
Gondola, Casper, and Thunder lifts. Pick up raffle tickets at check-
in. Each time you do a lap, a ticket will be collected at the bottom
of each lift (# of laps restricted for safety).
